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This is our 6th festival in succession (the 21st overall). We started in 1993 with the concept “We're different and that's great ”. Our aim is
to enjoy our activities together, regardless to nationality or disability.

As an organiser of this festival, we sometimes feel there are many problems to overcome, on this particular occasion too, but we have
learned a lot from participating each time. We do hope that this annual event will be known as a good meeting place for each other.

Just two years ago we suffered the terrible earthquake and tsunami in the Tohoku region and the breakdown of the Fukushima nuclear

power plant. We are still a long way off from full recovery both economically and psychologically. However our wish is that everyone will
continue to keep moving forward together, both now and in the future, keeping in mind that we need to think of others and help one another.
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@There are no parking facilities, so please either walk or use public transport (trains, buses or taxis) to get to the event. A parking space is prepared for
wheelchair users or disabled person, however it may be occupied by other disabled person due to the limited space.

@Please do not employ coming on a bicycle, a motor scooter, a motorcycle around the slope from the parking lot.

@There is no wheelchair-accessible restroom at the venue. Persons who need a wheelchair-accessible restroom, please exit the city hall parking lot to the right
and use a restroom at "Hachioji chiiki seikatsu shienshitsu" on the right side or”Mokuba
Kobo” on the left side. Refer to the map below for directions.

@Disposable containers and utensils are banned at the event. Please either bring your own
food containers and chopsticks or rent the reusable food containers from the organizing
committee for food.

@Take home your own garbage. To throwaway garbage at the hall will be charged. BEl
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@There are no shade or sitting spaces prepared at the venue. So please take into
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or picnic sheets if you would like to sit down.
@Smokers please bring a portable ashtray to the event. Please refrain from smoking while
